Dear Mr. Rick Fraser,

| am writing you today as a concerned Albertan/ Canadian and member of your constituent. | am
currently employed within the energy sector of this great province but not sure for how long
(dependent on Alberta NDP Governments’ learning curve). As you are well aware, tens of thousands of
jobs have been directly lost within the oil industry this past year and at least double that amount lost
indirectly. More recently we have had to take wage roll backs (to reduce G&A) to survive these tough
economic times (which means less taxable income).

As such, this is not the time to be increasing corporate tax, royalties or implementing unrealistic
environmental expectations (Carbon taxes) that deter capital investment in Alberta and the Canadian
economy. History has already showed us what will happen if we try to increase taxes, royalties, or set
unrealistic environmental expectations (l.e. the North Sea). Short term it may appear to be a viable
option but the negative implications and ramifications have proven otherwise.

The oil, gas and mining sector accounts for 27% of Canada’s GDP ($129B), which is the second largest
sector only to manufacturing. As such it plays an important and vital role in a healthy Canadian
economy. Statistics Canada ranked the oil industry in 65th place for ROCE at 1.2% and 1% in 2012 and
2013 respectively (that was with oil prices around $100/bbl). Just to show how challenging it is to
survive in the Canadian Oil industry in the last 15 years only 43% of the top oil producers are still
around. Large successful American companies have pulled out of Canada due to the political and
environmental uncertainty as well as better economics in the States.

In order to stimulate the economy and show investors that Canada is a good place to invest we should
carry out the royalty review as soon as possible (remove any uncertainty and allow for investment to
carry on). We should decrease royalties in low commodity price environments or go to a flatter royalty
structure similar to Saskatchewan and British Columbia (load leveling will help avoid large fluctuations in
tax collection and prevent huge deficits). We should decrease corporate taxes to allow for increased
investment. We need to get more pipelines approved to market our oil as well as decrease bottlenecks.
We need to convert coal burning power plants to cleaner energy such as natural gas. We also need to
avoid implementing a carbon tax.

If Canada wants to remain competitive in the global energy market we have to act now and help change
how we do business here otherwise we will end up like our Commonwealth partners in the North Sea.
